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1. The barrel cactus obtains water through shallow roots that quickly absorb water.

2. Inherited traits that help organisms meet their basic needs and survive in their surroundings called adaptations
3. Polar bear’s hairy soles on their paws give them traction to move on the ice.

4. Bee’s “dancing is an example of a behavioral adaptation.

5. What adaptations keep a polar bear warm? Small tail and ears, fat layer, hairy paws and warm fur.
6. An octopus moves away from predators quickly by shooting out water  in a fast jet.
7. The hard shell of an egg keeps a developing owl from being injured, drying out, and being crushed.

8. What are some water adaptations of a sea otter? Waterproof fur, flipper-like hind feet, slender body, and powerful lungs.
9. A fossil that is a hollow space shaped like the organism is called a mold.

10. What adaptations keep a barrel cactus alive in the desert? Waxy covering, water storage, shallow roots, adapted spines, and photosynthesis takes place in the stem and branches
11. How do geese adapt to cold winters? By migrating or flying to warmer areas 

12. What allows the ermine to hunt prey undetected, keep warm, and hide from predators in the winter? Its heavy white fur.
13. Scientists study fossils to learn how organisms once lived.

14. Organisms that live in changing climates have adaptations to survive the temperature extremes.

15. Peppered moths with dark wings lived in parts of England with pollution.

16. New variations in species are due to mutations.

17. How do new traits affect organisms? They can help, hurt, or have no effect at all on an organism.
18. Why does a male peacock use a colorful display of feathers?  To attract a mate
19. A fossil is any remains or trace of an organism that was once alive.

20. A structural adaptation is an adaptation of an organisms body part or coloring. Examples: wood pecker’s beak, tongue, tail and feet, animals that change colors or have special coloring, moth’s with speckled wings.
21. Behavioral adaptations is an inherited behavior that helps an organism survive Examples scorpion carrying young on back, cat’s alarmed posture, opossum’s “playing dead”, underground burrows, bee’s “dance”, migration. 

22. What are some adaptations for a cold climate a mammal might have? How do they help the animal? They might have thick fur, a layer of fat, hairy paws, small ears or tail that would prevent heat loss.  They might eat a lot of food and use the energy to keep warm. They might dig a burrow to stay out of the cold.
